The purpose of this is to “promote
elimination of blighted areas and supply sanitary housing in areas throughout the
Commonwealth; by declaring acquisition, sound replanning and redevelopment
of such areas...”

The primary difference with a URA would be the ability to engage in housing.
Also, URAs are limited to action within the municipality. The Board structure is
the same as our current Authorities and could be formed by a resolution of
Borough Council.

The Board agreed to invite Borough Council, Mayor Young, Wesley Johnson —
Borough Manager, and other interested parties to our next meeting, July 19" at
7:00 to discuss this in depth.

Ms. Evans noted that she has received signature cards for our various bank
accounts. Signatures for Mr. Coley and Ms. McGrail still need to be obtained.

The meeting was closed by unanimous vote.
